Hello Highline Academy Families, 
Welcome to the 2010 2011 school year! We hope you have had both a relaxing and enjoyable summer. We are busy preparing for the return of our students and are eagerly anticipating a successful year of learning with your child. Please take a few minutes to read this in its entirety as there is a lot of important information you need to know.

· New Student Orientation, Grades 1-8 Only: Monday, July 26th, Tuesday, July 27th, and Wednesday, July 28th, from 8:00am - 11:00am. Students must be in uniform for orientation, and must attend all 3 days. The only thing they need to bring is a smile and an open mind. Participation in orientation is mandatory. Failure to participate will result in loss of a seat.
· Uniform Sale: Highline Academy will be selling gently worn uniforms at a discounted price on Thursday, July 29th, from 9:00am-12:00pm. This will be an opportunity to purchase uniforms at a discounted price. You will not be able to trade uniforms at this time. If you have any clean, gently worn uniforms you would like to donate, please bring them by the school by Tuesday, July 27th. If you would like to knock out some volunteer hours by helping with the sale, contact Katie Tucker at 303-246-8040. 
· Required Re-registration for 2010-2011: Returning families only must register online via the parent portal in Veracross. You will also need to verify and update (if necessary), any changes in e-mail address, phone numbers, mailing address or pickup preferences. If you don’t have access to a computer to complete your registration, the front office will re-open for registration on Monday, August 2nd, 8:00 - 4:00pm. You can come in and use a computer at school. If you have not registered your student by Friday, August 6th, their seat will be offered to a student on the wait list.

· Web Site: The school supply list, calendar, and uniform information are all up on our web site at http://www.highlineacademy.org/site/site/home 
· Mark Your Calendars Now: Please look at the calendar on the web site and mark you calendars now for back to school night, Parent/Guardian/Teacher Conferences, days off, literacy testing, and CSAP testing. Attendance is critical on testing days, please don’t schedule appointments on those days and make sure your student is here on time and stays the full day. Note CSAP testing is subject to change. If DPS makes a change to the date, we will let you know ASAP. 
· Medications Taken at School: If your child needs to take over the counter or prescription medication at school, please visit the parent page on our web site, www.highlineacademy.org, click on the medication form tab in the resources, and read our policy and procedures. If needed, download the necessary form to take to the doctor. No medication, prescription or over the counter, can be administered without it.
· Lunch: DPS will be providing hot lunch again this year. The cost for K-3 is $1.40 per day, grades 4-8 is $1.65 per day. You can send money daily, send a check weekly or monthly, or use www.mylunchmoney.com (highly recommended). Families with a minimum of four people and an income at or below $40,793 per year may be eligible for free or reduced-price lunches. If your student attended Highline or another DPS school last year, you will be getting an application in the mail. You can also pick one up in the front office. Please bring us a copy of your letter of acceptance, if applicable, as we will require it for any assistance provided via Highline. 
· Student Fees: Student fees, $45 per student, are due at the beginning of the school year. You can drop your payment off at the front office. If you have already paid student fees, thank you. If you qualify for the free or reduced-price lunch program, bring us a copy of your letter and we’ll waive the fee.
· Vote for Highline: Kohl’s is donating $500,000 to 20 schools. Vote for Highline to be one of those recipients! You need to have a Facebook page to vote. Tell of your friends on Facebook to vote for Highline too. Each person is allowed 5 votes per school! If half of our families are on Facebook with 100 friends and they post to their friends, we could easily get 100,000 votes! The multiplier effect is amazing.
· Summer Packets: Keep your student’s mind engaged and academic skills sharp by having him/her work on the summer packet a little bit each day. Summer packets will be collected by homeroom teachers upon our return to school. We will be honoring all students who complete 100% of their packets with a token gift. Please encourage your student to engage in important summer leaning!

· Thursday, August 12th, Ice Cream Social, 6:00-7:00pm: Have you missed your school friends over the summer?  Maybe you want to meet some of your new class mates. Come to the ice cream social to catch up with old friends, make new ones, and find out which homeroom teacher you will have. Bring your school supplies.  
· Saturday, August 14th, All School Clean Up Day, 9:00am: Get a jump start on your volunteer hours! We need a lot of volunteers to help make our school shine before our students come back. Please join us to clean up the playground, do light construction, move furniture into place, and help teachers set up their classrooms. If your students are old enough (fourth grade and above) to be able to help move desks and chairs back into place, vacuum and tidy, bring them along and double your hours. There will not be any child care available on site for the young ones. If you team up with another Highline family for child care, they too can earn hours for watching the kids while you volunteer. Please bring brooms, tools, and a willingness to work hard to create an environment worthy of our students!

· Friday, August 20th, Returning Students Summer Packets DUE: Students should return completed summer packets to their new homeroom teachers on Friday, August 20th. 

· Wednesday Early Release at 2:10pm: Please remember, Highline dismisses all students at 2:10pm each Wednesday.  School will dismiss at 3:30 on all the other days (Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday). Kids Adventures is available beginning at 2:10pm on Wednesdays, starting August 18th. Students not picked up by 2:30 on Wednesdays and 3:50 on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays, will be escorted to Kids Adventures and you will be held responsible for the registration fee as well as payment. Students pre-registered with Kids Adventures may attend anytime. 
· Pre-register your student for Kids Adventures. If you think you may need before and/or after school care, pre-registering will make it easier when you find yourself in a jam and can’t make it to pick-up on time.
