Congratulations to our students
and teachers on last years
CSAP scores.

1. Highline out-performed
the district in all but 1
testing category.

2. Highline out-performed
the state in 55% of our
testing categories—our
largest % (by 2x) of any
year yet!

3. Highline showed the
greatest improvement
over the district of any
charter school in DPS.
We out-performed the
district's growth in 75%
of testing categories.

4. Highline’s founding
cohort (our 3" graders)
performed incredibly
well, a good indication of
the power of our school
for students who are
with us over time.

5. We saw the greatest
growth in our writing
scores—the subject
matter in which we most
focused our curriculum
and instruction focus this
year.
